Although Jesus was leading me in many other spiritual themes, different from
psalm 23, | clearly began to feel i nside my heart that God had already given me
to live in the psalm of His servant David long ago. Indeed, throughout all the
years of my service for Heaven, | had been walking in the spiritual experiences
of David. So, those green pastures and quiet waters had become the most
desirable place for my communication and abiding with the Heavenly Shepherd.

In the same time, most people around me had chosen the leadership of
many other pastors. They were peering into my life and could not make out
how it was poss ible for me to write so many books, without visiting any church
and obeying any earth pastor. This fact exactly prejudiced them against the

whole my ministry. They did not want to believe and receive in their heart
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that, despite the lots of earth pastors, there is One Heavenly Shepherd and
despite the lots of earth churches, there is one Heavenly Church.
The last ten years of my life passed in service before This Heavenly
Shepherd and in love with this Heavenly Church. To withstand the relationship
with th e Heavenly Shepherd and the Heavenly Church costed me too much
suffering and persecution. Nevertheless, | feel now happier than whenever.
| am happy that | was walking together with Jesus in the Heavenly areas
of the Holy Spirit! I am happy that | was dri nking from the waters c
sources and was giving from these waters to all sincere children of God! | am
happy that Lord made my faith withstand and get over all the false, earth and
transient teachings! | am happy that, according to His Perfect Wi I, Lord called
me now in visions, by which He gave me the Holiest and most anointed way to
the Heart of Father! He gave me the way of His servant David; the way of that
man of prayer and praise, who | oved | srael by
the way of that heart that was tender and delicate, and in the same time, firm
and perseverant in the way of Holiness and Eternal Life.
That is why, my dear brother, one different book comes to you today. It is
a book, by which Jesus will talk to your heart and wil | confirm you that there are
no other pastors, but Him. It is a book, by which He will touch and confirm all
His faithful sheep, who listen to His Voice.

As to this
psalm, it can give you much more, than you have ever believed or wanted.
When Jesus touched my heart and opened my eyes, | saw that, in abundance of
spiritual revelations and secrets, it is the richest and Holiest psalm in the whole
Scripture. In fact, every one of its message is a way to the Heart of Father.
What more can you ask than this? Now, let me reveal you how Jesus touched
my heatrt, in order to show me His leadership and categorical Will for the writing
of this book. I was still under the influence
when unusually powerful touch by the Holy Spirit came to my heart. By words,
suchlike the waves of a river, Lord came to my heart and told me:

Do not | have to be
Shepherd of their hearts, so as | am a Pastor
Fallen on my knees, | was listening to the words of my God and Saviour.
Then, | understood inside my heart -that splendid time, when 1
separated from the spirit of the world, has to listen to the Voice of the
Heavenly Shepherd and walk in the high places of His Holy Spirit, had really
come. So, | answered Jesus, telling Him:

given my heart such abundance what few people have received in the course
of their life. Now, | understand that Your sheep have really been jealous of the
same leadership and the same Holy and pure relationship to You. And You,
Jesus, You will doub tless stretch hands to Your sheep, in order to become the

True and real Shepherd in their life. As | hear from You by what prayer they
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have prayed You, | understand that Your Flock has found a place exactly in the
twenty third of the psalms. It wants no lo nger be in need, when You are the
Answer of every need. It wants no longer be led by men, who are nothing but
breath; it sincerely longs for Your Spirit and Your words €o
Listening to my answer, Jesus stretched a hand and caressed my head.
Then, He continu ed to talk, telling me:
AOnce, the Son of Man was born in the wor
people. However, His own people did not recognize Him. The few, who
recognized Him, did not know Him in the perfect manner. Years of
growth and filling with the Blessing Sp irit had to pass for them, so that
my heart might hear what it mostly yearned to hear.

Unfortunately, My Temple filled with hirelings, who brought
together with them the wolves. That is why many were robbed and
scattered. So, nobody foresaw, neither comprehended that the
Heavenly Shepherd would surely come back for tho se, who recognize
and hear His Voice. | come back exactly through My prophets, sent to
the folds. Now, when My people have already heard My Voice inside
their hearts and want Me to be their Eternal Shepherd, | tell them:
There is a psalm that is Heavenly L ife in the dwellings of My Holy
Spirit. There is a psalm, where the Good Shepherd will gather all His
sheep. He Himself will begin to pasture them, and He will stretch the
scepter of His wrath against all the evil hirelings, who were plundering
and scatter ing His Flock.

After these last words, Jesus touched my heart and a moment later, | was
filled by the boundless Kindness and Light of the Spirit. So, | would go
together with J  esus in that Holy dwelling, from where | would be able to testify

about Him, Who is the Eternal and Living Shepherd. Amen and Amen!

RESTS! HOWEVER, IF YOU LEAD OTHERS, WITHOUT BEING LED, THEN,

Looking at my refl ection with careful eyes, Jesus took down His hand,
which was pointing at the great pastures, and told me:

If anybody has the Holy Spirit in his heart,
such man will surely understand that there is great difference between
pastor and hireling. For, the true shepherd is ready to lay down his life
for the sheep. Such man would mil k the sheep, in order to separate the
goods between themselves. Such man would shear the sheep, in order
to warm up even the poorest and most wretched of all.

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milk and wool for the feasts and luxury of a handful of hirelings and
kings, be My sheep?
No, Stefan! They are not My sheep!
All My people live highly above and their hearts are full with that
Love of Father that abounds in depth of insight, and that is able to
distinguish between the pastor and the hireling, the way and the blind
alley. Now, let Me lead you to see also the second vision from the
psalm of David. It is a vision with the green pastures of the
Shepher déo
After these last words of Jesus, the vision from the va lley of Babylon

stopped, and Lord raised again my spirit in the Holy dwelling of the Spirit.

After these words of His, Jesus stepped in the vision itself; His feet were
already walking upon the most living and luxuriant greenery | have ever seen.
| did not know yet what the test with the green pastures was; that is why |
was waiting for the leadership of my Lord with great awe. He pointed with His

hand ahead, showed me some pastors with their flocks and told me:

So, Lord set out and was already approachi ng the pastors and their flocks;

| went after Him, too. We were in front of one flock and its shepherd, when
Lord told me again:

| looked at the grass, and its appearance openly astounded my e yes. It
was so tender and its blades were so fine and delicate that, in the next
moment, | thought that it is a madness such grass to be stamped flat by
somebodyods feet. Then, I | ooked at the sheep
grass. There was something that astonished me very much. Although the
sheep were grazing from the grass, they were not trampling it down with their
hooves. It looked out as if they were grazing it from the air. So it was with
their shepherd. He was holding his crook and was looking after the sheep,
walking amidst them. However, his feet did not touch the grass at all;

In reply to his appeal, the sheep were bending thei r heads. They were

touching the trampled grass with their dry lips and were trying to graze it.

Nevertheless, the clotted and stamped grass, full of dust and dirt, could not

satisfy them. This fact made the hireling scold them and insist on their fruit

mor e and more. However, there was no way for this fruit to be born, because

the sheep were lacking in the True and Holy Heavenly food. Although the

sheep felt the hits of the shepherdés <crook
were doomed to rest hungry and hu miliated. Their hunger was so great that

some of them already looked at the exit of the tent. Bleating, they directed

their steps to the outlet. Then, with angry look, the hireling screamed to the

sheep, who were about to leave the tent:

or to be the Church that walks along with the Eternal Shepherd? Shall
you be looking for posts with the fa ith of your hearts, or serving in My
Name? Here, | tell you:
The manner to distinguish between the earth tents of the men and
the green pastures of the Spirit is exactly this:
To see that the posts are in esteem with the tents, and the
devoted serving is in favour with the areas of the Spirit.
The church post is intended for men, who want to enrich
themselves with the most abominable business i the business with the
faith of the souls.
The service for God is for the men, who seek the imperishable
crown a nd who always remember that the Flock is not theirs, but of
the God.

AThe Lord is my shepherd; | shall not be in
However, who of the bereaved knows or understands that Lord is a
Shepherd of the living men, and not of the dead ones? Does the religious
official, either pastor, abbot or priest, under stand that his very words in front
of the human grave are abomination before the Lord? Why are they
abomination? They are abomination, because the 23 psalm of David is a
psalm, intended for the living men, and not for the dead ones. There, in the
grave, th ere are neither needs, nor paths of righteousness, nor green
pastures, nor quiet waters.
