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over all these wounded men, who had met with accidents, and was threatening
their life. It wa s not like a witch with scythe, who hurries to drag the souls in
the hell. No! It was rather like wide -opened jaws of a huge and invisible
monster, which were willingly swallowing the perishing people: people, who,
only hours ago, must have been on their b usiness or about city; people, who
have hardly ever supposed how cruel their fortune might become; people, who
have been discomfited, and whose innate optimism has given way to horror |
horror that might only be expressed in a sentence:

Do not the

fools understand that, if they ha ve no resistance on their way, it is due

to the fact that they have not taken the way upwards, but the way

downwards? For, the devil spares and pleases only the men, who go

downwards. He stops every resistance in their life. So, the generation

of unconcern ed and complacent people comes to the world i the

generation of those, who Kkilled Christ, in order to escape the

persecution by the devil. Such men quote with deceitful satisfaction

the words of My Apostle Paul:

Then, the
skillfully masked devil appeared in front of the masked people. He stretched
out his hands to the men, who were praising him, and shouted:

After a little while, the whole masquerade moved. The men rushed ahead
to reach the devil, who slipped behind the curtain. So, great number of people

believe you.

Go out of the communities of hypocritical men! Hyp ocrisy is faith in the
mask, not in the Image! Such faith can not save, but it will surely lead man to
the gate of death. When the mask falls down from the face, the fair anger will
certainly come. This wrath has been gathered for all those, who have not

looked at the Gospel as Life, but as a theater.

However, |
have warned all of you that the Way is Only One! If you do not die for
the world and for everything in it, you will die for the Lord and

After His last words, Lord m  ade the vision with the gate of lust stop. Then, |
understood that Lord punished whoever He loved. The wounds of His punishment
and cutting are more precious and life -saving, than all bank  -notes from the gold
suitcase of Lucifer. Therefore, |1 ask you, my d ear brother! | entreat you, my
faithful friend!

| had just passed through the Gate, when my sp irit was again surrounded
by the Heavenly colours of the Rainbow; the Rainbow that had become much
more cherished and desirable for my heart, much more attractive and

However, the splendid secret of the Good News is hidden exactly here. This
is a secret, which Lord reveals you with the Gates of Life now. F or, every passing
through these Gates purifies us, prepares us and makes us perfect for one eternal
communication with the Son of God. Every passing makes us worthy for His Life,
which Father gave to us, too. Shall we then stand among the earth and deprave d
men? Shall we applaud what is highly valued among men, when the same is
detestable in Godds sight? Shall we be fl eshl
the Heavenly Father has chosen us to be born and confirmed in Zion?
